In these uncertain 
times, many aspects of CSI continue on in a virtual manner. Some Chapters are tapping their 
Product Representatives that have Products with Presentations that qualify for LUs to present to 
their Chapter. 
 
Chapters, the Region continues to hold monthly “Virtual Meetings” and the Institute has 
occasional Zoom Meetings to discuss issues that occur between face to face meetings, 
especially with COVID-19 affecting everyone from attending physical meetings.
